RULES AND CONSTITUTION OF

KARTSPORT WHANGAREI INCORPORATED.

AS AMENDED 10th October 2010.

THESE RULES REPLACE ALL PREVIOUS RULES.
NAME:

1. 
The name of the club shall be “KartSport Whangarei Incorporated”.

THE OBJECTS OF THE CLUB SHALL BE:

2.   (a) 
To promote and encourage the sport of Go-Kart 

racing and every art, craft, trade, 



profession and activity connected therewith 


or incidental thereto.


(b)
To arrange for outdoor sports and to provide 

club-houses, grounds and courses therefor.


(c)
To encourage social intercourse between 


members.


(d)
To co-operate and affiliate with, where 


desirable, other organisations and bodies in 

promoting the sport of Go-Kart racing and in 

securing public recognition and financial 


support for Go-Kart clubs.


(e)
To carry on and manage displays of Go-Kart 


racing competitions and examinations and to 


award badges, certificates and trophies.


(f)
To promote direct and control such other 


activities and practices as may appear 



desirable in any of the objects aforesaid.


(g)
To purchase take on lease hire or otherwise 


acquire any lands buildings or other property 

real or personal of any nature whatsoever as 

the Club may deem fit, and to sell lease lend 

let hire or otherwise dispose of or deal with 

the same.


(h)
To borrow and/or lend money for any of the 


objects of the Club, with or without security 

and upon such terms and conditions as may 


seem fit.

(i)
To do all such lawful acts matters and things 

as may be incidental or conducive to the 


attainment of the forgoing objects or any of 

them.


(j)
The Whangarei Kart Club Incorporated 



recognises KartSport New Zealand as the sole 
         governing body of karting in New Zealand.

3.
The objects of the Club hereinbefore set forth shall be deemed independent main objects of the Club, and the Club may exercise all or any of the said objects independently of any other object or objects.

4.
The income of the Club shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the objects of the Club except upon the winding up of the Club and no portion of the funds of the Club shall be paid or transferred directly or indirectly by way of a dividend bonus or otherwise to members of the Club.

MEMBERSHIP:
5. 
All persons who joined in the application for incorporation for incorporation hereinafter contained, or prior to incorporation of the Club expressed in writing their willingness so to do, became members of the Club upon its incorporation and registration under the Incorporated Societies Act, 1908.

6.
New members may be elected to the Club upon being proposed by an existing member (such proposal being seconded by another existing member) and then elected by a majority of those present and entitled to vote at a general meeting of the Club or at a meeting of the committee.

7.
The Club shall keep a register of members, containing their names and addresses and date of becoming a member. Membership shall be as below:

Individual:
Full use of facilities.

Family:

Members of same family living at the 



same address, full use of facilities.

Social:

Use of non-racing facilities.

Associate Member: Non Kart Racing member or Full
              member of another KartSport New Zealand
              affiliated club having Full race
              facilities but no voting rights.

8.
Any member may resign by giving to the secretary a written notice of resignation but such resignation shall not release that member from liability for any fee or subscription then due by him nor from any other liability to the Club.

9.
The committee may by a seventyfive percent majority vote remove from membership any member who fails to pay to the Club any fee or subscription due by him within one month of it becoming due, but such removal shall not release that member from liability for any fee or subscription then due by him nor from any other liability to the Club.

10.
The committee may by letter invite any member to retire from membership within a specified time for breach by him of these rules or for misconduct whether or not relating to the Club, and by default of such retirement may deal with the question of his removal from membership at a meeting of the committee to be held within three months of the aforesaid letter (and at such meeting the member whose removal from membership is under consideration shall be allowed to offer an explanation verbally or in writing supported if he so desires by evidence) and if thereupon the committee shall decide by a seventyfive percent  majority vote to remove the member from membership he shall forthwith cease to be a member but without releasing him from liability for any fee or subscription then due by him nor from any other liability to the Club.

11.
Any person removed from membership or ceasing to be a member of the Club under the provisions of the two forgoing rules may be re-admitted as a member at the discretion of the committee, but in the case of any person ceasing to be a member under the last foregoing rule may only be re-admitted as a member by the committee on a seventyfive percent majority vote.

FEES AND SUBSCRIPTIONS:
12.
Annual subscriptions shall be determined annually at the Annual General Meeting of the Club.

13.
The Club’s year shall begin on the 1st day of July in each year and conclude on the 30th day of June next following.

14.
The annual subscription shall become due and payable within one month following the date of the Club’s Annual General Meeting, but should any person become a member of the Club after that date then the subscription to be paid by that member becomes due and payable on the day of his becoming a member.

15.
Any member failing to pay any subscription within one month of it becoming due shall not be entitled to vote at any meeting of the Club (or the committee if he be a member thereof and proceedings of the committee in such case shall continue to be as valid and effectual as if these rules required one less member on such committee and one less person to form a quorum thereof) nor shall such member be entitled to use the Club’s property or participate in any of it’s activities until he shall have made full payment of all subscriptions.

16.
Notwithstanding anything hereinbefore contained the committee may remit the whole or any part of an entrance fee or subscription should such remission appear warranted.

RULES:

17.
 The Club’s track is available for use by members on non-race days for practice, testing of karts and running in of engines upon payment of a fee as set from time to time by the committee. The keys will be available from designated places upon payment of the fee. The signing of an Indemnity Form is required as is signing a Declaration stating that if the key is not returned, the person signing is responsible for paying a fine which will be imposed, as set by the committee. The latest that the key can be returned without penalty is 10:30a.m. the following day. Each member using the track is required to make the payment, not only the member who collects the key. The track is not open for use for one full week following any race meeting and on permitted days only between the hours of 10 a.m. and 5 p.m.
18.  The rules may be repealed amended added to or new rules made at any General Meeting of the Club provided that written notice of intention to seek a repeal amendment addition or new rules has been posted to members at least 14 clear days before such meeting or an advertisement of such intention inserted in one issue of a locally circulated daily newspaper at least seven clear days before such meeting.

19.
Any member may upon payment of a reasonable charge therefor obtain a copy of the Club’s rules from the secretary but no member may be absolved from the effect of them on the grounds that he has not received a copy.

MEETINGS OF THE CLUB:

20.
The Club shall hold a General Meeting in July of each club year at a time and place fixed by the committee for the following purpose:

(a) To receive the report of the outgoing committee.

(b) To receive the treasurer’s report and balance           sheet.

(c) 
To elect officers for the ensuing year.

(d)  To transact any other general business.

21. Not less than 14 clear days before such general meeting the secretary shall send a notice thereof by post to the members of the club or insert an advertisement thereof in one issue of a locally circulated newspaper.

22. A special general meeting may be called by the committee at any time or shall be called on a written requisition of at least ten members of the club, such requisition setting forth the business for which the meeting is to be held and to be handed to the secretary who shall call a special general meeting within 14 days thereafter by sending a notice specifying the business for which the meeting is to be held by ordinary post to every member of the club not less than 7 clear days before such meeting or insert an advertisement of such special meeting in one issue of a locally circulated newspaper at least 7 clear days before such meeting.

23. No business other than that specified in a notice calling a special general meeting shall be considered at such meeting.

24. Ten members who are entitled to vote shall form a quorum at any general meeting and it shall be presided over by the President or if absent by a member of the committee (to be there and then appointed by such committee members as are present at such general meeting), or if no member of the committee be so appointed then by a member of the club (whether a member of the committee or not) appointed by a general meeting.

OFFICERS:

25. The officers of the club shall be a minimum of seven persons made up of the following:

Chairman/President,

Immediate Past President who is automatically appointed without a nomination or vote,

Treasurer,

Secretary,

Club Captain

and a minimum of three committee members.

And such honorary officers, as the club may in a general meeting see fit to appoint. The offices of secretary and treasurer may be combined in which case they may be held by one person.

26. Such officers shall be elected by a majority of those present provided however that they shall first have been nominated at the meeting and seconded by another member. In the event of insufficient officers being elected at the Annual General Meeting the incoming committee may elect persons to fill any or all of the vacancies.

27. Should any officer resign or cease to hold his office for any other cause during his term of office, or fail to attend three consecutive duly convened meetings of the committee without furnishing satisfactory reason for his absence then another person may be elected by the committee to replace such officer. 

COMMITTEE AND MANAGEMENT:
28.The management of the club shall be conducted by a committee which shall consist of all the aforemention-ed officers except the honorary officers.

29.Four members of the committee who are entitled to vote shall form a quorum at any meeting of the committee, and it shall be presided over by the president or, if that person is absent, then a committee member so appointed by the meeting.

30. Meetings of the committee may be called at any time by any member thereof upon his giving notice of such a meeting to all members of the committee.

VOTING:

31. At every general meeting or committee meeting every question shall be decided by a show of hands unless a ballot is demanded by at least two members: and in the event of equality of votes the person presiding over the meeting shall be entitled to a second or casting vote.

POWERS OF COMMITTEE:

32. The committee shall have power and authority:

(A) 
To determine and dispose of any question or matter 
relating to the club, it’s objects, or it’s 
control and management for which in it’s opinion 
no provision has been made in these rules, it’s 
decision on such matters being final.

(B) To interpret these rules and decide questions of 
compliance therewith.

(C) To do perform carry out and execute all such acts 
matters deeds documents contracts and things as it 
shall consider necessary or desirable for the 
attainment of the objects of the club and/or for 
the due management control and administration of 
the club in accordance with these rules.

COMMON SEAL:

33. The club shall have a common seal to be kept in the safe custody of the secretary, and such seal shall not be affixed to any document except by the authority of the committee, and in the presence of two members thereof who shall affix their signatures to every document so sealed.

DUTIES OF SECRETARY:
34.The secretary shall convene and attend all meetings of the club, keep regular and correct minutes of the same, conduct correspondence according to directions he may receive from the committee, notify persons of their election as members, keep the register of club members, and do all such things as may be required of him by these rules.

DUTIES OF TREASURER:

35. The treasurer shall in the name of the club open an account at such bank as may from time to time be nominated by the committee, and all money received shall be deposited to that account. He shall submit to the Annual General Meeting each year a statement of his accounts and a balance sheet for the past year, which shall have been duly audited and certified to by an auditor appointed for that purpose at the previous Annual General Meeting. All cheques shall be signed by two of any three person from time to time appointed by the committee.

DUTIES OF AUDITOR:

36. There is no requirement for an Auditor to make a report at the Annual General Meeting.

PAYMENT OF OFFICERS:

37. The club may by resolution in general meeting vote an honorarium of a specified sum to any officer of the club for services rendered or to be rendered.

DISSOLUTION:

38. If on the winding up or dissolution of the club there remain after the satisfaction of all the just debts and liabilities of the club any property or assets, then the same shall not be paid or distributed amongst the members of the club but shall otherwise disposed of as the club in a general meeting directs.

INDEMNITY:

39. The officers of the club and the instructors engaged by the club shall be indemnified by the club against all losses disbursements and expenses incurred or suffered by them in or about the due discharge of their duties except such as may arise from their own willful act or default.

NOTICES:

40. Any written notice or letter required by these rules to be given to any member of the club may be given to him by posting the same to him at his last known address. A notice or letter so posted shall be deemed conclusively to have been received by such member two days after it shall have been posted.

INTERPRETATION:
41.In these rules:


(A) The word “club” wherever herein used shall if not inconsistent with the context mean KartSport Whangarei Incorporated.


(B) Reference to the masculine gender shall be deemed to include reference to the female gender.


(C) Reference to the word “Post” shall be deemed to include reference to the word “Email”.
